The car is a 1965 race car with a FIA Historic Technical Passport (HTP) category GTS. French/Swiss racing history in the 80’s and 90’s not documented.
 
The engine used in the “La Carrera Panamericana” is a 327 cubic inch Chevrolet 8 cylinder engine with one carburettor (with 4 barrels) and 600 c.f.m. A second engine has 383 cubic inch and 4 x 48 Weber carburettors. The gearbox is a 4 speed Muncie GM, the weight of the car is 1455 kg. Brakes are 4 caliper vented discs (front/rear). Wheels/Tires are alternatively steel or aluminium, size 7 x 15 inch with 225x15/60 Yokohama A032 or A048. Reinforced FIA roll cage with additional cross bars in the doors and the roof, 120 liter fuel tank filled with foam, 6 point safety harness belt, FIA-OMP racing-seats, safety window nets, main switch, automatic fire extinguisher system and adjustable hydraulic KW shock absorbers mounted in original position.
